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@ Image recording apparatus and method having an efficient ink supply means.

@ An image recording apparatus includes a print-
ing plate (17) having an image area and an ink
supply device (1) for supplying ink to the printing
plate (17). The ink is supplied within a range almost
corresponding to the image area by the ink supply
device (1).
